Story didn't address all of residents' concerns

Damon Hunzeker's story on the Idaho Power transmission line did not address the questions and concerns with how high-voltage transmission lines might affect agricultural practices beneath them. These lines give off static electricity that can electrify anything in the vicinity. This so-called "stray voltage" can electrify sprinkler lines, farm equipment and metal corrals.

The route that Idaho Power has selected runs across miles of center-pivot irrigated farmland. The technology in these pivot systems rely on electronics and electrical motors, which would undoubtedly be affected by this "stray voltage."

It stands to reason that the personal safety and security of farmers and farmhands could be at risk as well. Homes, shops and other structures would be at risk as well.–

We should use public lands to the fullest extent possible for transmission lines. Any concerns for wildlife on public lands should give us multiple concerns for domestic animals and especially human health and safety.

There are myriad of questions and concerns about how these lines might affect the safety and health of our youth, ourselves and the elderly as well as farming operations. The electric companies have not adequately addressed these questions and concerns.
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
